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2008 Car Rules

11.  Tires:  

A.  Only Modified Racing Series approved Hoosier tires may be used. 
B.    Tires may not be chemically treated. 
C.    Tires may not be altered in any way. 
D.    Tires may not be stockpiled. 
E.  All tires must be purchased at the track from the MRS authorized tire vendor. 
F.  Only four (4) tires may be purchased on practice day. Those four (4) tires must be run that day. 
G.  If you donôt run on practice day, you may buy (4) four tires for practice for the first race. After you     
       have run those four tires in practice and when practice is over, you may buy (3) three more tires for    
       qualifying and the feature. Those three (3) tires will be stenciled with that dayôs stencil, and must be  
       run in the qualifier and the feature. 
H.  At the second race attended, three (3) tires may be purchased. They will be stenciled at the tire  
       trailer. Those three (3) tires must be run in the qualifier and feature on the night they are purchased. 
I.     All teams will have four (4) tires in the bank to be purchased over the season. They must be spaced   
       out at intervals of no less than three (3) races participated in by that team. They may only be pur-  
       chased one tire at a time, and must be run that night. 
J.  Only two (2) tires per side may be purchased per race event. Two (2) left side tires and two (2) right    
       side tires. Example: Not three (3) left sides or three (3) right sides.  
K.    All tires marked M28 must be mounted on the right side only. 
       All tires marked M15 must be mounted on the left side only. 
L.  Tires may not be changed during the feature unless the original tire is flat or there is wheel damage  
       that creates a safety issue. The technical director will monitor this situation and his decision will be  
       final. In the event that the car in question has returned to the track, and the technical director finds  
       NO problem with the tire or wheel that was removed, the technical director will then notify the crew  
       of the car in question of a (1) one lap penalty assessed at the end of the race. 
M.   If a tire is flat or damaged to the point that it is unsafe to race, and that tire is changed prior to the  
       half-way point in that feature race, the team will be issued a cut slip for a replacement tire. All cut  
       tires must remain mounted on the rim and will be placed at the tech trailer for inspection after the  
       race event. Cut tire slips must be used within the next two races and only one (1) cut tire slip maybe  
       used per race event. If the cut slip is not used within two races, the slip will not be carried forward  
       and will become VOID. If you have a cut tire slip from the previous week and you are only allowed  
       three (3) tires in your rotation that week you will be allowed to use one (1) cut tire slip from the previ- 
       ous week. 
N.  Any sticker tires not used night of purchase, must be returned to tire trailer for impound. Sticker  
       tires cannot leave the track in your trailer. Any sticker tires leaving track will not be allowed for com- 
       petion at any race event. Anyone caught with sticker tires will be fined and a minimum of 20 cham- 
       pionship owner and drivers points per tire will be docked. 
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
